1.1 History
1.1.1. Salisbury University Health Sciences and Nursing Departments
Health Sciences includes the courses for the Medical Laboratory Science, Respiratory Therapy and Applied Health Physiology programs. The Respiratory Therapy program was started in the early 1980s as an undergraduate program. Applied Health Physiology was started in 2000 as a graduate program. The Medical Laboratory Science program became the name of the former Clinical Laboratory Medicine/ Medical Technology program in 2010. 
The Nursing Program moved from a hospital nursing program at Peninsula General Hospital to Salisbury U. beginning as a four year program in 1979-1980. A Master of Science in Nursing program was added in 1982.  A Doctor of Nursing Practice program began course offerings Fall 2012. There was a Master of Arts in Psychology program from 1975 to 2000.

Subjects include history and philosophy of medicine, medical ethics, public aspects of medicine, environmental health, rural health, mental health, geriatrics, psychology, psychiatry, respiratory medicine, respiratory physiology, sports medicine, gynecology and obstetrics, pediatrics, nursing, pharmacology, material medica and therapeutics. Mainly United States.
2.5. Date of publication
Clinical sources should be no more than five years old. Nonclinical sources including education, history, philosophy, and theory may be older.
2.6. Types of material  
The collection includes books, journals, government publications, electronic resources, e-books, media, databases with full text of journals and internet resources. Some media sources are kept separately in a departmental learning laboratory for the nursing students.
2.7. Multiple Copies
Rarely a second or third copy of a title is needed to be used for course reserves.
2.8. Literature of Other Disciplines
Some medical physiology books and others related to health sciences fall in the call number range of the Qs. Many of the books on psychology, psychiatry and related topics fall in the BF call number range as well as in the Rs.
